UI Development Consortium Develops

Drugs, Dosages for Clinical Studies

Nanoparticles deliver life-saving drugs to the
body, tablets go down easily with a film coating,
and a nasal spray delivers vaccines. Behind
each product is the work of a member from the
University of lowa Pharmaceuticals Develop-
ment Consortium.

Pharmaceutics faculty members in the Ul Col-
lege of Pharmacy—Dale Eric Wurster, Doug
Flanagan, and Lee Kirsch—developed the
consortium concept a few years ago. With the
approval of Donald Letendre, College dean, and
Maureen Donovan, interim head of the Division
of Pharmaceutics, they established the consor-
tium in January, formalizing the relationship
between pharmaceutics faculty and Ul Pharma-
ceuticals in the Ul College of Pharmacy.

The consortium expands the capabilities of Ul
Pharmaceuticals to develop new drugs and
dosage forms for industrial, governmental, and
academic contractors.

The consortium is generally not involved with
the drug discovery stage of drug development,
said Mickey Wells, ‘87 BSPh, ‘90 PhD, director of
Ul Pharmaceuticals. Instead, as part of the next
step, it provides the facilities and experts for
testing the drug and fine-tuning the formulas for
a variety of dosage forms.

“A drug’s active ingredient may take up only a
small percentage of a given dosage form. We
can characterize this drug and add other chemi-
cals, such as those that ensure the product is
delivered correctly in the body or those that
maintain the product's shelf life,” Wells said.
“After that, Ul Pharmaceuticals can manufacture
these products for human clinical trials.”

With advanced technology and extensive experi-
ence, the Ul development consortium and Ul
Pharmaceuticals serve a variety of clients. The
largest are government agencies or have names
flashing across the NASDAQ or NYSE screens.
The smallest may consist of an enterprising pair
of scientists.

“Most of our clients are small pharmaceutical
companies,” Wells said. “They don't have the
facilities or staff, which are expensive, so they
hire us.”

Before heading the
company, Wells
worked as a man-
ager of strategic
technologies for
the multinational
research and drug
development giant
GlaxoSmithKline.

Wells returned
to the Ul last
year to direct the
college’s Division
of Pharmaceuti-
cal Services. In
March 2008, the 1

service merged &

with the Ul Center

for Advanced

Drug Development to form Ul Pharmaceuti-
cals in order to better serve customers. The Ul
Pharmaceuticals Development Consortium was
the final step in formalizing the synergy with
pharmaceutics faculty.

Both the Division of Pharmaceutical Services
and the Center for Advanced Drug Development
were each already well established in their own
right. The division has been lauded as the most
experienced university-affiliated drug manufac-
turing facility registered with the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration. The group has turned out
products for more than 30 years. On average,
each member of the senior scientific staff has 20
years’ background in drug research.

The Center for Advanced Drug Development,
established in 1992, complemented the Division
of Pharmaceutical Service by increasing the
analytical power of the Ul's services. Operating
at the Ul Research Park, scientists at the center
characterized drugs, developed analytical meth-
ods, and did stability testing on dosage forms.

The fully merged Ul Pharmaceuticals now
employs more than 70 full-time workers. They
work from 24,000 square feet of office and lab
space at the Ul College of Pharmacy on the west
side of campus and 6,000 square feet of space at
the Ul Research Park.

Though developing products for clients is a
priority, the Ul Pharmaceuticals Development
Consortium also provides a chance for phar-
maceutics graduate students to be involved in
areal industrial project, which enhances their
learning experience at the College of Pharmacy.
The students also have the support of the con-
sortium and Ul Pharmaceuticals scientists, who
are faculty or adjunct faculty from the College of
Pharmacy who act as their mentors.

For Wells, the appeal of working in the Ul
Pharmaceuticals Development Consortium is
working with other pharmaceutics faculty and
the brisk pace of developing and manufacturing
drugs for clients.

“At the end of the day, we want to deliver your
drug in an effective, stable dosage form and in a
timely manner,” Wells said.

Faculty News

NATIONAL CANCER INSTITUTE GRANTTO SALEM
Aliasger Salem, PhD, assistant professor of phar-
maceutics, received a two-year, $240,000 grant
from the National Cancer Institute to optimize vac-
cines used to treat and prevent solid tumors such
as melanoma.

Working with George Weiner, MD, director of
Holden Comprehensive Cancer Center at the Ul
Salem will develop biodegradable, nanoparticle-
based vaccines engineered to release anti-cancer antigens and immuno-
stimulants in such a way as to optimize the desired immune responses

in mouse models of melanoma. If this approach proves successful, it may
also be applicable to a range of other cancer models including lymphoma,
renal carcinoma, colon cancer, and pancreatic cancer.

Karen Farris, PhD, professor of clinical and administrative pharmacy,
was named to the National Quality Forum Steering Committee. She will
participate in the formation of a new project to endorse a set of preferred
practices and performance measures in care coordination that are appli-
cable across all settings of care.

ASSOCIATE DEAN APPOINTED MEMBER OF ADVISORY GROUP

Mike Kelly, ‘73 BSPh, ‘88 PharmD, ‘89 MS, associate dean for academic
affairs, was appointed to the Membership Development Advisory Group

of the American Society of Health-System Pharmacists (ASHP) Councils,
Commissions, Committees, and other bodies for 2009-2010. The group
consists of representatives from the executive committees of sections and
forums, along with other individuals, who advise ASHP on membership
recruitment and retention programs. The group acts as an advisory body
to the ASHP board.. Kelly joins 12 other members representing various
states.

The College is part of a national consortium awarded a $1.2 million contract
from the U.S. Food and Drug Administration to develop guidelines that will
enhance the way pharmaceutical products are made.

The National Institute for Pharmaceutical Technology and Education
(NIPTE), which represents 11 U.S. universities that are leaders in phar-
maceutical science and engineering, received the contract to develop a
“Quality by Design” initiative. NIPTE works with FDA and private industry
to establish and promote best practices in drug development and manu-
facturing.

“This seed grant is a tremendous initial opportunity for lowa researchers
to join forces with the agency and other academic scientists to improve
the quality and safety of drug products,” said Lee Kirsch, PhD, associate
professor of pharmaceutics. “The Ul is providing leadership and expertise
to the team focused on devising new drug product stability guidelines.”

ACHIEVEMENT AWARD TO CURRIE

Jay Currie, '80 BSPh, ‘84 PharmbD, clinical professor
of clinical and administrative pharmacy, received
the American Pharmacists Association Distin-
guished Achievement Award in Community and
Ambulatory Practice Pharmacy.

The award was established to recognize the
achievements of an individual who has made a
significant contribution or sustained contributions
to the provision of pharmaceutical care within clinical/pharmacotherapeu-
tic practice. Currie was selected in recognition of his efforts to implement
pharmaceutical care in pharmacy practice. He was a co-investigator on

a pioneering study to measure the impact of pharmaceutical care in a
community pharmacy setting. It was this work that became the impetus
for the lowa Center for Pharmaceutical Care (ICPC) in which Currie was a
founding member.

Currie’s nominator noted, “Not only has Dr. Currie been active in state and
national pharmacy organizations, he has also served the local community.
He has served as a faculty advisor and volunteer pharmacist/supervi-

sor for the University of lowa Carver College of Medicine Interdisciplinary
Mobile Clinic.”

CLINICAL FACULTY RECEIVE BOARD CERTIFICATION

Three clinical and administrative pharmacy faculty met the requirements
to become board-certified pharmacotherapy specialists: Jeff Reist, ‘82
BSPh, PharmD:; Michelle Fravel, ‘06 PharmD, '08R: and Matt Cantrell,
PharmbD, all clinical assistant professors. Certification is awarded by the
Board of Pharmaceutical Specialties and requires a pharmacist hold a
pharmacy degree: maintain a current, active license; have five years of
practice experience with a BS degree, or three years practice experience
with a PharmD; and pass the specialty certification examination.

The results of this study will potentially serve as the basis for formulating
science-based guidance documents that can be used by FDA to evaluate
new and generic drug applications. By strengthening the science-based
technology through the Quality by Design initiative, FDA looks to improve
its regulation of new medical products by using the best management
approaches, information technology, and systems and review processes.
This research is expected to continue through September 2010.

In addition to the Ul, NIPTE members are Duquesne University, Illinois
Institute of Technology, Purdue University, Rutgers University, University
of Puerto Rico, University of Connecticut, University of Kansas, University
of Kentucky, University of Maryland-Baltimore, and the University of Min-
nesota.
